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You have been given either a purple cation or a pink anion.  You are to  "bond" with other ions and keep a record of your bonds. When you find another ion with which you can bond, write in each symbol and charge.  With your partner agree on the chemical formula for the ionic compound you have made and record this on the bond date book below.  Once you both agree on a chemical formula you may break the bond, and continue “bonding” with other classmates. After 5 bonds, switch tags with another student and start bonding again.  You should have a total of 10 compounds in your data table 

REMEMBER:

1. Positive ions can only bond with negative ions and vice versa! 

2. Metals come before nonmetals in ionic compounds!
3. The subscripts (little numbers) for the chemical formulae!
