2. Are the adaptations internal or external structures?
3. Why would the animal develop this adaptation? What environmental factor could have caused a need for this adaptation?
4. Is the adaptation inherited by the offspring of this organism?
5. Is the adaptation genetic or is it a learned behavior? How do we know?
6. How are adaptations passed on in genetic instructions? What is a gene?
7. What type of reproduction does the organism exhibit?
