· How is each gas emitted primarily by your assigned nation?

· How does this nation stand worldwide as an emitter of each gas?

· What is the evidence for climate change already beginning in this nation?

· What are vulnerabilities specific to the US? How will it be affected by climate change?
2. Political Cartoon

· How does the scientific data of your President’s term support their claims on climate?
· How does your political cartoon use the element(s) of persuasion (AISLE)?
3. Environmental Policy Analysis and Evaluation

· What are international policies regulating the release of each gas in this nation?

· What are domestic policies regulating the release of each gas in this nation?

· Are these policies actually being followed?

· What is the national political/social situation regarding greenhouse gases and climate change during your President’s term?

4. Initiatives and Solutions

· Are there government programs or funding in place to mitigate climate change or seek new ways to curb emissions of each gas?

· Are there any private or non-profit programs in place seeking to mitigate climate change or otherwise curb emissions of each gas?
